So, I worked on all 
the problems with “4” instead of “7”. Only at the break time, when we checked our answers with one another. did 
I find out that all my answers were wrong. Sure enough, when we got our papers back the next day, I had an ”F”. 
I think that was my only “F” ever. I was hoping he would give me credit for working all the problems correctly, 
no such luck. So, I started praying my prayer to the Sacred Heart all through the class. And, guess what? At the 
end of the class the professor said, ”Since this was your first test, I did not record the grade!” Now you know 
why I call it my “miracle” prayer”. I offer it now to you to use when you need a miracle! 

Devotion to the Sacred Heart is devotion to Jesus and his love. The human heart has long been a symbol of love. 
It is a sign or a symbol of both the divine and human love that Jesus has for his Father and for us.
